Singing as Prayer. While some
make a strong demarcation
between singing and prayer, the
Bible repeatedly presents the unity
of song and prayer (for example,
the entire book of Psalms). So
when we engage in congregational
singing we are engaging in a form
of true prayer. And those prayers
often range across a spectrum of
praise, petition, thanksgiving,
intercession, confession,
Scripture-recitation, etc. In some
Christian traditions, to highlight the
fact that singing is prayer, they
would end a congregational hymn
or song with a standard cadence,
singing “Amen.” So know that
when we sing together, we pray
together!



Why do we pray in Jesus’ name?
To pray in Jesus’ name is not to
recite an incantation or a formula
which obligates God to listen to that
prayer differently than he listens to
prayers not offered in Jesus’

name. Nor is it a matter of learning
proper prayer etiquette (along the
lines of teaching your children to be
sure they say ‘please’ and ‘thank
you’). To pray in Jesus’ hame is to
consciously offer prayer in accord
with all that his name stands for. It
is to pray recognizing that the only
approach to God we enjoy is Jesus
himself. Itis to pray realizing that
only because of what Jesus has
done are we able to speak to the
Father as Jesus himself did. Itis to
pray submitting our words and
requests to the good and perfect
will of Almighty God, as did Jesus
Christ himself.

The impact of sermons. The very
act of listening to a sermon shapes
us. Ina postmodern American
society that prizes radical equality
(everyone’s the same), the relativity
of truth (everyone’s beliefs are
equally valid), and suspicion of
power (I can't trust people in
authority), we need to realize just
how subversive and shaping it is for
us to sit and listen to a sermon.
When we sit, our posture is saying,
“I'm submitting myself to the
authority of the Bible.” When we
listen to preaching with teachable
hearts, we are saying, “I'm looking to
something outside myself to tell me
what is true and inform my life.” The
very act of listening to a sermon
makes us a counter-cultural people
who begin to doubt some of the
above-mentioned assumptions
about the world. We become a
people who look to God—not
ourselves—to inform us, grow us,
lead us, and equip us. Now we can
see that it’s not only the content but
the very action of listening to a
sermon that shapes us into who God
wants us to be.
